Please take notice of the following claim and demand for damages suffered by me through the
actions of a Washington County Public Official/ Employee.

On November 18™, 2009, a Sheriff’s Sale was conducted against a property in Washington
County, through which I held a large Mechanic’s Lien, thereby rendering the mechanic lien void.

Prior to the said sale, I was investigating the mortgage lender who initiated the sheriff sale, for
fraud and other unlawful banking practices, of which remains ongoing.

Through the course of my investigation I learned in March, 2011 that the Sheriff Sale was
unlawful and is of no effect. My assertion of this particular statement is detailed for your review
and for use in this claim, as found in the recent Criminal Complaint (attached) against
Washington County Sheriff, William Hutton.

From the Criminal Complaint, I reassert in brief that:

1. On or around January 3rd, 2007, William Hutton was sworn in as the newly elected
Washington County Sheriff, in the State of Minnesota. As the elected Sheriff, he was
required to give bond and oath as prescribed by law, on or before January 10%, 2007.
He failed to meet this requirement.

2. On or around January 3"‘, 2007, William Hutton entered upon the duties of Sheriff
without giving bond as required — violating Minn. Statate 574.20, BONDS, BY
WHOM APPROVED.

3. William Hutton failed to record bond or cause to have said bond recorded with the county
recorder — violating Minn. Statute 387.01, QUALIFICATIONS; BOND; OATH.

4. William Hutton failed or neglected to make certain that the required bond was recorded
with the county recorder, constituting a refusal to serve the elected office of Washington
County Sheriff — violating Minn. Statate 387.02, FAILURE TO QUALIFY.

5. From approximately January 3™, 2007, through December of 2008, William Hutton
performed the functions of Washington County Sheriff without legal or lawful
authority, having not duly filed the required security — violating Minn. Statute
609.435, OFFICER NOT FILING SECURITY.
