I’m writing to you in regard to a package I ma_lled to Washington County on June 6™, 2011, that
you signed for in Stillwater Minnesota, on June 8™, 2011, of which appears to have been
intentionally lost, obstructed, or destroyed.

This package I speak of was sent “Certified — Restricted” mail to the attention of the Foreman of
The Grand Jury, via the Washington County Attorney’s Office. It contained a number of Sworn
Criminal Complaints against various Washington County officials/ employees. You may
remember handling this package because it was in a large (9” X 12”) manila envelope with big
markings on front and back sides that instructed: RESTRICTED DELIVERY! DO NOT
OPEN IF YOU ARE NOT THE FOREMAN OF ':;ﬁi GRAND JURY!

I filed a complaint with the U.S. Postal Inspector a few weeks ago but I doubt they will
investigate being government has a horrible track record for holding its politicians accountable.

This leaves me to do my own investigation and with you being the last person to handle the
package, I'm looking to you for answers. And although you have no legal obligation to me to
provide information regarding this matter, I will subpoena you to court if necessary to get your
testimony in a civil case I have pending against the same partics the complaints were concerning,
In the event its discovered that you may have had anything to do with obstructing the delivery of
said package Il need to file a criminal complaint to that effect with our local federal prosecutor.

If you make inquiry into this matter, be cautiously suspicious of anything that the county
attorney’s office tells you regarding the complaints, or anything they may instruct you to do.

Pleasc tell me everything you know about the whereabouts of the package, who you gave it to/
left it with, and why the Foreman never received it, as delivery was restricted to him or her.
Attached you’ll find a copy of the postage receipt, and return receipt. I await your reply
