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COMPLAINT

Misconduct/ Rule 8.4

On March 30", 2011, Complaint sent a criminal complaint containing 2 misdemeanors charges
and 1 gross misdemeanor against Washington County Sheriff William Hutton, to Washington
County Chief Deputy Sheriff, Daniel Starry. Rather than follow Sheriff Office Policy of Conduct
and Standards to open an investigation into the matter at hand, it is alleged that Mr. Starry, in an
act to shield Mr. Hutton from prosecution consulted with Assistant Washington County
Attorney, Richard Hodsdon, where it is further alleged that in the act of protecting Mx. Starry,
and Mr. Hutton, while shielding his employer Washington County, from a potentiaily large civil
suit, Mr. Hodsdon made the determination that my criminal complaint was “without legal
effect”.

Washington County Sheriff’s Office Policy clearly states that, “Employees will be held
accountable for illegal, immoral, or unethical behavior when it has come to our attention
through any means.” Sheriff’s Office Policy also states that a complaint can be made by mail,
phone, or visit. How then can any “Document” that contains any type of criminal complaint be
ruled as without legal effect? Mr. Hodsdon provided this determination knowing it was false or
with reckless disregard to its truth or falsity, breaching the trust and severely undermining the
confidence between the public, and the county employees entrusted to serve them. Naturally, any
reasonable person of ordinary prudence would be compelled to inquire into this type of behavior
