COMPLAINT
Misconduct/ Rule 8.4

On April 29™ 2011, 1 sent a criminal complaint containing 1 misdemeanor charge and 1 felony
charge against Washington County Chief Deputy Sheriff Daniel Starry, to Washington County
Attorney, Peter Orput, requesting the name(s) of the person responsible for making the earlier
determination that my criminal complaint against Mr. Hutton, dated March 29"‘, 2011, was
deemed “without legal effect”, and that Mr. Orput personally file the amended Hutton complaint
with the courts, along with the new criminal complaint against Mr. Starry as mentioned above.
Rather than present the 2 complaints to the Grand Jury as is required by law, it is alleged that Mr.
Orput sidestepped his duty by forwarding my complaints to Assistant Washington County
Attorney, Richard Hodsdon, to avoid being charged criminally himself — furthering the
conspiracy by providing protection from prosecution for Mr. Hutton, Mr. Starry, and Mr.
Hodsdon; while shielding their employer Washington County, from a potentially large civil suit.

Mr. Orput’s actions in handling this matter breached the trust and severely undermines the
confidence between the public, and the county employees entrusted to serve them. Naturally, any
reasonable person of ordinary prudence would be compelled to inquire into this type of behavior
coming from any law professional and would have to question this persons character, integrity,
honesty, trustworthiness, and fitness for being allowed to practice law.
