After reviewing the documents you submitted, the Director has determined not
to investigate your complaint. The reasons for the Director’s decision not to investigate
this complaint are as follows:

Complaint Summary

On or about March 30, 2011, you sent a criminal complaint to Washington
County chief deputy sheriff alleging criminal violations of various laws by the county
sheriff. The deputy sheriff consulted with Assistant Washington County Attorney
Richard D. Hodsdon, who subsequently wrote to you a letter in which he stated your
criminal complaint was “without legal effect.” You allege in your complaint that, by
failing to present the criminal charges to a grand jury, Mr. Hodsdon has failed to live up
to his responsibilities as assistant county attorney and has sought only to shield other
government officials with his inaction.

Reasons for Decision Not to Investigate

Whether Mr. Hodsdon is legally required to present certain charges to a grand
jury is a question of law more appropriately resolved by a court. In the event a court
determines that Mr. Hodsdon not only failed to follow the dictates of the law by
declining to present the charges to a grand jury but also that Mr. Hodsdon's actions
constituted a violation of the Rules of Professional Conduct, you are free to resubmit
your complaint at that time, with supporting documentation. Absent such a
determination, however, the Director declines to investigate.

Your complaint also alleges the failure of a prosecutor to initiate criminal
charges. Prosecutors have discretion to decide against whom they will initiate criminal
charges, and also the nature of the charges, if any. Absent clear abuse, this Office will
not review an exercise of prosecutorial discretion. The allegations of your complaint do
not establish such an abuse of discretion.
